Passage 1

Nomadic rugs are rugs woven by sheep-herding peoples who live in tents or temporary
dwellings and move with their herds between summer and winter pasturage. Summer
pasturage is usually a highland or mountainous area and winter pasturage is a low-land or
valley area. This kind of pastoral economy (“transhumance™) is found particularly among
the Lurs and Qashga’i in Iran, and the Turkoman and Kirghiz in Afghanistan and
Turkestan. Small rugs are woven by nomadic peoples because of the difficulty of moving
large looms. Larger rugs are woven only in long formats because of the short beams used
in nomadic looms. Often, a ground loom is used.

Nomadic rugs are generally all wool. Warps are sometimes naturally brown or black
wool because these wools cannot be dyed for pile. With some exceptions, weaving and
knot density are coarse rather than fine. Nomadic peoples weave a variety of special
function pieces in addition to rugs. These may include saddle-bags, tent bags, special
containers for personal items, ornamental weavings for the tent and animal trappings.

Designs tend to be repeats of geometric elements that are traditional tribal motifs.
However, some nomadic rugs have been influenced by court or urban designs. Because
nomadic rugs are not woven from a cartoon, corners are not planned exactly and usually
there is some mismatch or asymmetry of the border design at the corners of the borders
(unresolved corners).

Passage 2

Seraband rugs are made in the Sarawan district, about twenty miles south-west of Arak.
Despite the proximity to Arak, Seraband rugs are far more closely related to the rugs of
Hamadan. Rugs have been woven in this area for several hundred years.

The antique Seraband, called the Mir-Seraband, is a quite different rug from those
produced in the area today. Since they have not been woven since the turn of the century,
Mir-Serabands are rare today. With a tighter weave and of much finer quality than its
loosely woven present-day counterpart, Mir-Serabands were usually woven in the Mir-i-
boteh pattern, although the Herati design was occasionally used. The present-day Seraband
always has the Mir-i-boteh design, and the main border continues to be ivory with the
Schekeri design (a continuous vine with boteh). The ground color is either red or dark
blue. The Mir-Serabands were woven in small sizes or kelleis (5 by 15 feet); the modern
Serabands are found in sizes ranging from small to 8 by 10 feet.

Not all Mir-i-boteh rugs are Serabands. The Arak area weaves a tightly knotted rug
called the Seraband-Sarouk; these excellent-quality rugs resemble the Sarouk in weave and
usually come in 4 by 6 to 9 by 12 feet sizes.

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Passage 3

Does the carpet lie flat on the floor? Wrinkles or ridges in the rug are caused by
improper warp tension when woven and will not come out; they wear rapidly as well as
appearing unsightly. Creases caused by the rug’s being folded and a slight rippling of the
selvedge, however, will come out over a period of time. Are the sides crooked, or are they
relatively straight or parallel to each other? Some slight irregularities in the rug’s sides are
to be expected, but very crooked rugs are objectionable. Minor irregularities can be
corrected by having the rug sized or stretched. This process should be done by the rug
dealer before the rug is purchased. The rug should be carefully inspected afterward to
ensure that the irregularities have been satisfactorily removed.

Each rug should be carefully inspected to make certain that no borders or portions of
borders have been removed, especially the borders at the fringed ends of the rug. The same
border designs should appear on all four sides of the rug (Turkoman rugs are the only
exception, since they often have dissimilar side and enc borders. The rug should not have
been cut or shortened in any way.

The types of dyes and colors of the rug are the ne>t consideration because of their
effect on fading and running. Have or will the colors run together? Wiping a damp cloth
over the top of a rug is a good test to determine if the rug is colorfast. A rug in which the
dyes have already run should be obvious by the blurred design. By comparing the colors
on the front and back of the rug, one can tell whether or not the rug has faded. The back of
a faded rug will be much darker than the sunlight-faded front. Aniline dyes will have
produced all of these undesirable features and rugs that have been colored with them
should be avoided.
